ACREAGE RAKE USE AND CARE

for which they are designed. Plan your work, and use the correct product for the job. 

 Check for damaged parts before each use. Carefully check that the acreage rake will operate 

properly and perform its intended function. Replace damaged or worn parts immediately. Never 

operate the acreage rake with a damaged part. 

 Store the acreage rake when it is not in use. Store it in a dry, secure place out of the reach of 

children. Inspect the tool for good working condition prior to storage and before re-use. 

 Use only accessories that are recommended by the manufacturer for use with your acreage rake. 

Accessories that may be suitable for one product may create a risk of injury when used with 

another tool. Never use an accessory that has a lower operating speed or operating pressure 

than the tool itself. 

 Keep guards in place and in working order. Never operate the product without the guards in 

place. 
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Specific Operation Warnings 

 
 Lower equipment to ground, stop engine, remove key and set brake before dismounting tractor. 

 DO NOT use if equipment is damaged. Repair equipment before continuing use. 

 DO NOT exceed this implement’s maximum speed of 5 MPH. Exceeding this speed may result in 

loss of control during transport or braking. 

 Keep seat belt securely fastened while operating.  Falling off can result in impalement or being 

run over.

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Assembly 

STEP 1: Attach Axle Assembly (#1) to Tongue Assembly (#2) with two 5/16”x2” Bolts (#E) and two 

5/16” Lock Nuts (#C). 

STEP 2: Attach Pneumatic Wheels (#3) to Axel Assembly (#1), and secure with two 9/16” Lock Nuts 

(#A). 

NOTE: Inflation valve stem of the wheel should be facing out.  

CAUTION: DO NOT over-tighten the lock nut; this can result in damage to the bearings in the wheel 

hub. When properly tightened, the wheel should spin freely. 

STEP 3: Attach each Lift Arm Assembly (#4) to the Axle Assembly (#1) with one 1/2”x 4-3/4” Bolt 

(#D) and one 1/2” Lock Nut (#B). 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

STEP 4: Attach Rake Wheel Arms (#5) to Lift Arm Assembly (#4) using two Lock Pins (#P) on Lift 

Arm Assembly (#4).  

STEP 5: Attach Lifting Handle (#7) to Tongue Assembly (#2), secure with two 5/16”x1” Bolts (#G) 

and two 5/16” Lock Nuts (#C). Then attach the chain of Lifting Handle (#7) to Lift Arm (#4).  

 

STEP 6: Attach Receiver Hitch (#8) to Tongue Assembly (#2) with two 5/16”x2” Bolts (#E) and two 

5/16” Lock Nuts (#C). 

 

STEP 7: Attach Rake Tine Reels (#6) to Rake Wheel Arms (#5), and secure with six 9/16” Lock Nuts 

(#A). 

NOTE: Make certain that all rake tine tips rotate in the same direction.

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STEP 8: Attach the Right and Left Weight Boxes (#9) to the Axle Assembly (1) as shown in figure 4 

using four 5/16”x2” Bolts (E) and four 5/16” Lock Nuts (#C). 

 

Before Each Use 

It is recommended that you mow or cut grass to 3” or shorter before raking or dethatching. When the 

Acreage Rake is in operating position, adjust the height of the Rake Tine Wheels, so raking tines 

contact the ground lightly. Keep the lifting chain almost tight when operating, if possible. 

Operating Instructions 

Attach receiver hitch of the Inline Acreage Rake to an ATV, lawn tractor, or other towing vehicle. Once 

the rake is attached, un-hook the chain links to allow reels to lightly contact the ground.  Be sure all 

tips are rotating in the same direction.  Never operate Inline Acreage Rake at speeds higher than 5 

mph.  Avoid sharp turns. When finished, use chains to lift reels off the ground for towing in non-

operating position. 

To change from raking to dethatching, switch the Rake Arm Assembly from side to side.  

After Each Use 

Oil moving parts occasionally with household light machine oil. 

Maintenance 

Maintain your Acreage Rake. It is recommended that the general condition of any Acreage Rake be 

examined before it is used. Keep your Acreage Rake in good repair by adopting a program of 

conscientious repair and maintenance in accordance with the recommended procedures found in this 

manual.  Keep handles dry, clean, and free from oil and grease.
