2. Install the Foot Pedal:

Insert the pump lever with the foot pedal into the connecting rod and secure with a bolt.

1. Make sure the Control Lever is in the released position, and then press repeatedly on the
Food Pedal.

2. After the desired height reached, engage the Safety Bars on the sides by swing them
back towards the handle.

Lower the Table

The control lever controls the operation of the hydraulic pump unit. To lower the pump and table,
squeeze the control lever

When the control lever is released, the pump and table movement will stop and the table will
remain stationary.

Make sure the bars lock in place, and then squeeze the Control Level.

Occasionally
apply light grease to the hinge points of the Scissor Arm
Assembly and other pivot points of the assembly. Wipe off
excess grease, as this will attract dirt.
